Students will be accommodated in Campus Carnot.

ECAMPUS CARNOT
Located in the heart of Cannes, it is one of the most attractive campuses on the “Coéte d’Azur”.

« 15 min walking distance to the city centre and the beaches.

» On site: classrooms, accommodation, a large self-service restaurant, a mobile swimming pool,
and outdoor sports grounds.

« Accommodation in double room with private bathroom (shower and toilets) shared by 2
double rooms.

« Full board: breakfast, lunch and dinner (buffet style). Packed lunch at weekends.
