PROGRAMME KEY FEATURES 
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WHO IS THIS COURSE FOR? 
The course will help younger learners on the practical 
aspects of Italian language and develop everyday 
communication skills, to enable students to improve all 
four skills: reading, writing, listening and speaking.  
 
LEARNING OUTCOMES  
The aim of the Italian course is to develop mainly 
practical and communication skills. By learning and 
practicing Italian in fun and focused lessons students 
will increase their confidence in using Italian, 
consolidating language knowledge and achieving 
greater fluency.  
 
LEVELS 
Course is available for students from beginner to 
advanced levels (A1, A2, B1, B2, C1 of CEF) 
On the first day beginner students will immediately start 
with their first Italian lesson. Students having a previous 
knowledge of Italian will take a written and oral 
placement test, so that we can place them in the 
appropriate group according to the Italian language 
level.  
 
LEARNING MATERIAL 
Textbook and extra learning material is provided by the 
school and included in the programme fee.  
 
SCHEDULE 
The programme offers 20 lessons per week arranged in 
4 daily sessions, taking place from Monday to Friday in 
the morning or in the afternoon.
